• Click on “Select Building” under “Get Started Now” to open a search page. 
• Type the first word of the “school name” and click on “Search.”  This provides links for various buildings that meet 

the criteria. 
• Click on the name of your building to get into the survey.  
• Complete survey (takes approx. 20 minutes). 
• Select "Submit.”  
• Print your confirmation page and turn in to your building principal. 

Your principals will be receiving hard copies of the Step-by-Step Instructions.
