Want to know if your e-mail message 
was delivered successfully and when 
your message has been read by your 
recipient? 
Here’s how:  

 
1. Type your message. 
2. Find the word, “Options” at 

the top and select the blue 
arrows to the right. 

3. Choose and click one of the 
below: 

a. Read receipt 
requested, 

b. Delivery receipt 
requested, or 

c. Request both. 
4. Click “Send” to send your 

message. 
5. Go to your Inbox. 
6. If you selected “a” from 

above, you will receive a 
message in your Inbox 
when your message has 
been “read” by the recipient. 

7. If you selected “b” from 
above, you will receive a 
message in your Inbox if 
your message was 
“delivered” successfully. 

8. If you selected “c” from 
above, you will obviously 
get both--when your 
message is read and 
delivered.

SUBJECT: CONNECTING 
ELECTRICAL DEVICES 
 
DATE: 8/24/07 
 
Projectors, laptops, desktops, 

Smartboards, and all other 

electrical devices should be 

plugged 

directly into the wall wherever 

possible. When an extension cord 

is needed, it may NOT be 

taped to the floor in any fashion. 

The cord must be rolled up when 

not in use and also at the end 

of each school day. Taping cords 

to the floor is considered 

permanent wiring by the fire 

department and CCS will be 

written up for this violation. It is 

considered a fire hazard to use an 

extension cord as permanent 

wiring. 

Extension cords and powerstrips 

may NOT be plugged into one 

another (daisy chained) to make 

them longer. Daisy chaining is 

considered a fire hazard and CCS 

will be written up for this 

violation. If a longer extension 

cord is needed, the proper length 

of cord must be purchased. 

 
Avoid the use of extension cords 
whenever possible. 
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
