ALTERNATE WAYS TO EARN AN OHIO DIPLOMA  

Contained in Senate Bill 1 is a section of law that applies to the class of 2007 and beyond.  If a 

student passes four out of five OGT and meets all of the following criteria, the student will meet 

the testing requirements for an Ohio diploma: 

 Be within 10 points of passing the one failed test; 

 Has 97% attendance in each of the last four school years, excluding any excused 

absences; 

 Has not been expelled from school in the last four school years; 

 Has a grade point average of at least 2.5 out of 4.0 in subject area courses of test not yet 

passed; 

 Has completed high school requirements; 

 Has participated in those intervention programs offered; and 

 Has letters recommending graduation from principal and high school teachers in the 

subject area of the test not yet passed. 

 

Students are encouraged to begin establishing a positive record from their freshman year so that 

this alternate way to earn a diploma can be an option, if necessary, at the end of their senior year 
 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION CONCERNING GRADUATION  

1. High school courses offered in the middle school, such as international language 

(Spanish), science, and mathematics (Algebra I) will be counted toward high school 

credits. 

 

2. A maximum of three credits earned through adult evening high school, correspondence 

courses, or educational options may be applied to the total credits needed for graduation. 

 
3. Any credits completed in summer school, adult evening high school, and Digital 

Academy are applied toward graduation requirements. 

 

4. See page 11 for Honors Diploma requirements. 

 

5. Any dual credits earned in college courses on campus are applied toward graduation     

requirements. 
 

STUDENT LOAD  

All students should be scheduled for a minimum of six (6) assignments (based on a seven-period 

day).  Five of these must be comprised of subjects that would yield a half credit per semester. 

 

GRADING SCALE

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CLASS RANKING GUIDELINES  

To be considered in class ranking, students must have at least four semesters of residency in an 

accredited high school.  Date of entrance to Canton City Schools does not affect eligibility for 

class ranking. 

 

Students who graduate early after six semesters will be ranked in the class of graduation. 

 

High school credits received in middle school are included in the GPA and count toward class 

ranking.   

 

A five-point class that is transferred to Timken or McKinley High School will be converted to a 

four-point grade if the particular class is not offered at our schools as a five-point class. 

 

Foreign exchange students and Canton City Schools students who participate in foreign exchange 

programs are included in the class ranking if they meet all the Canton City Schools class ranking 

requirements. 

 

S/U grades do not impact class ranking. 

 

Cases with extenuating circumstances or not addressed in the above criteria will be reviewed on 

an individual basis by the high school principal and guidance counselor (or the special education 

director, if a special education student is involved).  The principal will make a recommendation 

relative to that studentôs standing in the class ranking. 

 

Both Timken and McKinley High Schools recognize the top ten students alphabetically at the 

graduation ceremonies.  Graduation speakers will be designated at the schoolôs discretion from 

the top ten students. Speakers may include class officers as well as students ranking in the top ten. 

 

PASS/FAIL SYSTEM 

(NOTE:  Pass/fail system is for seniors only.) 

Any course required by the State for graduation cannot be pass/fail.  No AP  or Dual Credit 

courses can be taken pass/fail. 

 

A student may take one unit during the senior year for pass/fail credit. 

 

In order to elect a pass/fail course, the student must submit a completed contract (available in the 

student services office) to the appropriate counselor within the first 20 school days of a full-year 

course or the first 20 school days of a semester-only course.  After the 20
th
 day, no applications 

will be accepted. 

 
A student electing a pass/fail course will receive an evaluation of either S (satisfactory) or 

U (unsatisfactory).  The first evaluation of each semester indicates the studentôs progress. 

 

The second evaluation is the final evaluation and will determine the credit.  Passing is consistent 

with the regular grading system. 

 

The pass/fail course will not  be used to figure the studentôs grade point average nor the class 

rank.  However, the course will be listed on the studentôs transcript (permanent record).  The 

student who passes the pass/fail course will receive the usual credit given for the class. 
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A student who elects a pass/fail course may not change back to the regular grading procedure 

after the 20
th
 day of a full year or semester course. 

 

A student who withdraws from a pass/fail course (after the 20
th
 school day of a full-year or 

semester course) will receive an N (no credit) in that course.  This will be recorded on the 

permanent record and averaged into the cumulative grade point average as an F for the entire 

semester ï with no credit given for the semester. 

 

A pass/fail course may not be accepted by the NCAA.

5. The student electing a pass/fail course will receive an evaluation of either S (satisfactory) or 

U (unsatisfactory.)  The first evaluation of each semester indicates the studentôs progress.  

The second evaluation is the final evaluation and will determine the credit.  Passing is

6. A student who has elected a pass/fail course may not change to the regular grading procedure 

after the 20
th
 day of a full year or semester course. 

7. A student who withdraws from a course on or before the 20
th
 school day of the grading

 A student who withdraws from the course after the 20

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HIGH SCHOOL SELECTION  

The selection of a high school is something which should be given a great deal of thought.  Once a 

student and his/her parents select a high school, it is assumed the student will receive his/her education at 

that site from grade 9-12.  Changing high schools is discouraged and approval to do so is required by the 

principal from both high schools.  In the event there is a dispute, the Director of Pupil Services may 

become involved. 

It is important to note that once a student has attended his/her first day of class at his/her designated high 

school, athletic eligibility has been established.  If a student chooses to change high schools (within the 

Canton City School District) after attending his/her first day of class, the student will be deemed 

ineligible to participate in athletics for one full year (365 days) starting with the date the transfer was 

approved. 

ADDING A COURSE 

A student may add a course to his/her schedule no later than the last day of the second week of a full-year 

course or a semester course.  Students are highly encouraged to plan their selections carefully at the time 

of registration since adding a course at a later time could cause other conflicts with the schedule. 

WITHDRAWING FROM A COURSE  

A.  A student who withdraws from a course on or before the 20
th
 school day of the grading period will 

not be penalized.  This will have no effect on the studentôs grade point average. 

B. A student who withdraws from a course after the 20
th
 school day of the semester grading period 

will receive an F in that course, indicating no credit. 

 

EARLY GRADUATION  

A student wishing to apply for early graduation (less than four full years at the high school) must meet the 

following conditions: 

 Students applying for early high school graduation shall be evaluated based on past academic 

performance, measures of achievement based on state academic content standards, and successful 

completion of state mandated graduation requirements. 

 The student must complete the ñApplication/Referral for Early Graduationò with a guidance 
counselor.  This form must be signed by a parent and returned to the studentôs guidance 

counselor.  (See APPENDIX for a copy of the form.)  Guidance counselors also have forms 

available for students. 

 A Written Acceleration Plan will be developed to allow the student to complete graduation 

requirements on an accelerated basis.  The Written Acceleration Plan is written with the 

counselor to meet credit requirements.  The plan must be signed by the studentôs parent, principal, 

counselor, and gifted coordinator.  A copy will be kept in the studentôs file.  (See APPENDIX for 

form.) 

 A monitor, usually the counselor, will be assigned to ensure successful implementation of the 

Written Acceleration Plan. 

 There will be a final verification of credits prior to any student graduating early from high school. 
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CANTON CITY SCHOOLS POLICY FOR TESTING O UT OF A COURSE 

The Canton City Schools Board of Education, Superintendent, and administration believe to better serve 

students, we need to provide choices and options.  Testing out of a high school core content course required 

for graduation allows the high achieving and independent thinking student to move forward.  Students who 

are self-directed and self-motivated may wish to explore this option. 

 

Guidelines for Testing Out of a Course 

V This option is available for any student who has completed grade 8, 9, 10, or 11. 

V Any core content course required for graduation in the High School Registration  

    Guide can be taken using the ñTesting Outò option. 

V A student may elect to test out of more than one course but must complete the paperwork for each 

course. 

 

Testing Out Meeting with the High School Principal 

1. A student and parent/guardian wishing to exercise this option must schedule a meeting with the 

principal and guidance counselor to discuss the requirements. 

2. The principal will explain the option and give the student and parent/guardian the Guidelines and 

Student Contract. 

3. The Student contract must be completed and signed, and the date and time to take the test(s) must 

be determined. 

 

To Receive Credit 

V In order to receive credit for a semester or year-long course, a student must take the mid-term and 

the final exam or a comprehensive final exam (if available) for the course and must achieve a 

final percent of 65% or higher. 

V The studentôs final grade in the course will be an average of the scores earned on the mid-term 

and final exam or the comprehensive final exam.   

V The studentôs final grade in the course will be calculated into the studentôs GPA and will count 
toward class ranking. 

V Once the student and parent/guardian enter into the contract, the student must complete the 

course.  If a student does not complete the course and/or does not earn credit, the student must 

attend night or summer school at no expense to the district. 

V The responsibility to take the mid-term and the final exam or the comprehensive final exam and 

to follow the agreed upon terms rests with the student. 

V The grade earned in this option is NOT weighted. 

 

HONORS DIPLOMA  

State Board of Education Approved Criteria 

1. Successfully completes the high school curriculum or individualized education program 

developed for the student by the high school. 

2. Demonstrates at least a ninth-grade level of literacy and basic competency on the 10
th
 Grade 

OGT.  

3. Meets the criteria for honors provided below. 

To be awarded the Honors Diploma, a student shall be required to meet seven of the eight criteria listed 

below for the High School Academic Diploma with Honors and seven of the eight criteria for the Career-

Technical Diploma with Honors.  A student shall not be required to meet more than the specified number 

of criteria, nor required to meet any one specified criterion. 
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High School Academic Diploma with Honors 

1. Four units of English 

2. Four units of mathematics including Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II or equivalent and another 

higher level course or a four-year sequence of courses that contain equivalent content 

3. Four units of science including physics and chemistry 

4. Four units of social studies 

5. Three units of foreign language including at least 2 units in each language studied  

6. One unit of fine arts 

7. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or an equivalent composite score of 1210 on the SAT 

(excludes scores from the writing sections) 

8.   Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a 4.0 scale up to the last grading   

period of the senior year 

 

Career and Technical Diploma with Honors 

1. Four units of English  

2. Four units of mathematics including Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II or equivalent and another higher 

level course or a four-year sequence of courses that contain equivalent content 

3. Four units of science including physics and chemistry  

4. Four units of social studies 

5. Four units of Career-Technical minimum;  program must lead to an industry recognized credential, results 

in an apprenticeship or is a part of an articulated career pathway which can lead to post secondary credit.  

If the studentôs program design does not provide for any of these outcomes, then the student must achieve 

the proficiency benchmark established for the applicable Ohio career-technical competency assessment or 

the equivalent. 

6. Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a 4.0 up to the last grading period of 

the senior year 

7.  Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or an equivalent composite score of 1210 on the SAT 

(excludes scores from the writing sections) 

8. Achieve the proficiency benchmark established for the appropriate Ohio Career-Technical Competency 

Assessment or the equivalent assessment aligned with the state-approved and industry validated technical 

standards 

 

 

The diploma awarded in accordance with this rule shall be in such form as the district Board of Education 

prescribes; bear the date of its issue; and contain the signatures of the president and treasurer of the 

district Board of Education, the superintendent of schools, and the principal of the high school. 
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FINE/PERFORMING ARTS CREDIT   

Fine/Performing Arts is a requirement for both the Canton City Schools College Preparatory Program and 

the unconditional admissions policy of the state universities in Ohio.

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INDEPENDENT STUDY PROGRAM 

The Independent Study Program is an educational option offered at the high school level.  The purpose is to 

provide the highly motivated student with an opportunity to pursue an independent study in consultation with 

an appointed advisor. 

 

Students should apply for independent study through their guidance counselor early in the second semester of 

the junior year.  Students must complete a questionnaire and a contract agreement.  A screening committee 

will select students on the basis of student achievement, student potential, student interest in the subject, 

teacher recommendation based on past performance in the field, completion of prerequisite courses, student 

interview, availability of a qualified advisor, and a written proposal that includes educational objectives. 

 

Students may register for a semester (½ credit) or a full year (1 credit).  Final credit for independent study is 

granted by the high school.   

 

Students interested in pursuing an independent study should consult with their guidance counselor for further 

details and guidelines. 

 

The limit is one independent study per student. 

       

STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES  

Timken High School, as well as all the schools in the Canton City School District, are in accordance with 

federal laws and regulations which govern special education.  The Canton City Schools offers a continuum of 

services based on the individual needs of the student.  Decisions regarding the I.E.P. process occur in 

collaboration with the parent and the childôs educational team. *Students with disabilities taking Dual Credit 

Courses are encouraged to read page 17 regarding assistance at the college level. 

 

HONORS COURSES 

Students enrolled in Honors Courses (English I Honors, Geometry Honors, or Biology Honors) will be graded 

on a 4-point scale.  An A is worth four points, a B is worth three points, a C is worth two points, a D is worth 

1 point, and an F is worth no points. 

 

The curricula for Honors courses, available only at the Freshman Academy, assures that all students receive a 

rigorous curriculum. 

 

These courses are open to any student who wants the challenge of an enriched curriculum in breadth, depth 

and pace.  Honors expectations for student success include a 3.0 grade point average for the first semester of 

8
th
 grade along with teacher recommendation. 

 

ADVANCED COURSES 

Students enrolled in advanced or advanced placement courses (information listed below) will be graded 

on a 5-point scale.  An A is worth five points, a B is worth four points, a C is worth three points, a D is 

worth two points, and an F is worth no points. 

Advanced courses are denoted by an * throughout this registration guide.  The advanced course assures 

that all students receive an enriched and rigorous curriculum that exceeds a non-advanced course in 

breadth, depth, and pace.  Students are held to a high standard of accountability, responsibility, and 

independence.  Class standards are defined in the Advanced/AP Contract.  Advanced courses are open to 

students who have a minimum of a 3.0 grade-point average in the preceding course with that teacherôs 

recommendation.   
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Five-point, advanced courses include:  English II Advanced, Pre AP English III Advanced, 

French IV, Spanish IV, Spanish V, Algebra II/Trig Advanced, Geometry Advanced, Pre-

Calculus Advanced, Calculus Advanced, Biology Advanced, Chemistry I Advanced and Physics 

Advanced. 

 

DUAL CREDIT COURSES 

Dual credit courses, taught by our own high school teachers who have earned recognition by a 

college/university as an adjunct professor, provide students with an opportunity to earn high school credit 

and college credit for the same course.  As students explore the option of registering for these courses, the 

following should be considered: 

 All students considering dual credit courses must take the COMPASS test, and for some classes 

are required to earn a specific score in reading, writing, and/or math.  This test is free of charge 

and may be taken on the high school campus. 

 Students must make application to and be accepted by the selected college/university.  

(Parent/guardian permission is required for minors.) 

 Dual credit courses are not weighted courses and are calculated into the high school grade point 

average (GPA).  

 Since students earn college credit in addition to high school credit, the course content follows the 

college syllabus. 

 College texts are used in dual credit courses and are provided free of charge to students; however, 

if a student loses or damages the text, fees will be assessed. 

 Dual credit courses are taken right on the high school campus except for some upper level courses 

at Early College High School. 

 Dual credit courses are entirely free to high school students meeting the qualifications. 

 There is no limit to the number of dual credit courses a student may take. 

 There maybe financial and or academic ramifications for students who withdraw from a class 

after it is started. 

 Students withdrawing from a dual credit course must receive final approval from the building 

principal. 

 Students working under a CCS Individual Education Plan (IEP) must understand that they will be 

working under Stark State Disability Services for the college credit portion of their program. 

 Since these are college level courses, work outside of class requires typically 2 hours for every 

hour spent in class. 

 It is important to note that students participating in dual credit courses are beginning their college 

transcript and adding to their high school transcript. 

Should students, parents, or guardians have additional questions, they may contact a high school 

counselor or principal. 

 
ADVANCED -PLACEMENT COURSES 

These courses are associated with the College Board.  They are also denoted by an *AP throughout this 

registration guide.  The AP standardized curriculum assures that all students receive an enriched 

curriculum that meets ever-increasing college admission criteria and rising standards at the secondary 

school level.  The intent of the AP Program is to provide challenging, college-level courses for all high 

school students who are ready for this level of instruction.  All students in Canton City Schools taking 

AP courses are required to take the AP Examination/Portfolio.  There may be a fee for testing.  

Students may not take an Advanced Placement course pass/fail.  Students who demonstrate their 

proficiency on the required AP Examination may receive college credit.  Passing scores on the AP exam 
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are scores of 3, 4, or 5.  The college or university determines whether or not credit will be awarded and 

the amount of credit to be given.  Class standards are defined in the advanced/AP contract. 

AP courses are open to students who have a minimum of a 3.0 grade-point average in the preceding 

advanced course with that teacherôs recommendation. 

Timken Five-point AP courses include:  AP Studio Art.

Students enrolled in Honors, Advanced or AP English courses will be required to complete the designated 

summer assignment(s) by September 15, 2010.  The assignment(s) will be directly related to material 

that will be covered in class during the semester or year.  Formal graded assessment of the summer 

assignment(s) will follow the September 15
th
 deadline.  Summer assignment materials will be distributed 

in May to all students enrolled in these English courses.  Additional materials are available through the 

guidance office.

1. All students in AP classes are required to take the AP test.    

 

2. Honors/Advanced/AP English classes may require summer assignments prior to the studentôs entry in the fall.  

The summer assignment materials are distributed in May to students enrolled in these classes.  Additional materials are 

available through the guidance office. 

 

3. Students should meet prerequisites listed in the course registration guide to be accepted into the course. 

 

4. Honors/Advanced/AP classes use the following grading scale:  

 A=100-93% B=92-85% C=84-75% D=74-65%  

 

5. Honors/Advanced/AP students are expected to maintain an A/B average in these courses.  If a student receives a D in the 

first nine weeks and fails to raise the grade by the end of the following grading period, a mandatory conference with the 

student, teacher, parent, and counselor will be held to discuss placement.  If a student is in danger of failing at the end of 

the semester, he/she may receive an N, indicating no credit. 

6.  Students should expect nightly and weekend homework in these classes.  This work will include outside reading, 

research, project development, essays, and reflective writing. 

   

7. Honors/Advanced/AP classes offer no extra-credit work as a replacement for regular class requirements.  Enrichment 

activities such as attending lectures or performances after school hours may be considered for extra-credit, if regular 

work is completed. 

 

8. Make-up work in Honors/Advanced/AP classes must be completed within one week of the day a student returns from 

an excused absence.  Extended absences requiring special consideration will be determined upon special conference 

with the teacher. 

 

9. No AP or Dual Credit course can be taken as pass/fail. 

 

10. If a student does not take the AP test, his or her grade will be dropped by one letter in the final 9 weeks.

Early College High School is an opportunity for 100 incoming freshmen to earn in four years, 

both a high school diploma and an associate degree from Stark State College of Technology.  

This is possible because of the numerous dual credit opportunities that will allow students to earn 

both high school and college credit at the same time.  All Early College High School students 

will benefit from the academic support necessary to accommodate the rigorous work required of 

them.  At Early College, many of the courses will be brought to life by two faculty members, one 

a Canton City teacher and the other a college instructor. 

 

All students are required to attend the Early College High School summer session through the 

middle of July every day without exception.  Students may earn four college credit hours and 

high school dual credit during this summer session.  Additionally, students may participate in an 

Algebra I High School course designed to assure readiness for Geometry. 

 

For eligible students, there is no cost whatsoever to earn an associate degree!  Parents, students, 

and other significant adults will be invited through their middle schools to attend a parent 

information session about Early College High School during the normal high school registration 

process.

POST-SECONDARY ENROLLMENT  

The law provides for post-secondary enrollment options for eligible 9
th
, 10

th
, 11

th
, and 12

th
 grade students. 

A. This program allows a student to enroll in a public university, college, or accredited technical school on a full or 

part-time basis while he/she is enrolled in the 9
th
, 10

th
, 11

th
, or 12

th
 grade of high school.  All post-secondary 

enrollment options receive four-point credit if an ñAò is achieved. 

B. Courses taken at a college, university, or accredited technical school may be taken for high school and college 

credit or college credit only.  Note:  College courses taken to satisfy OHSAA eligibility requirements must 

be taken for high school credit. 

C. Students may enroll in any courses that meet the requirements of the institution.  All courses taken for high 

school and college credit must first be approved by the high school to determine if they fulfill graduation 

requirements.  Courses taken for college credit only are not subject to approval by the high school. 

 

D. If a student is taking a course for high school and college credit, and she/he is eligible to receive a free or 

reduced lunch, Canton City Schools may provide a portion of reimbursement for the cost of transportation 

between the high school and the college or university. 

E. If the student is enrolled in a course for high school and college credit and does not successfully complete the 

course, the student or parent becomes responsible for all financial obligations related to that course.  If the 

student is taking a course for college credit only and drops or fails the course, he or she will not receive any 

credit for that course and his/her parents must pay all college costs. 

F. If the student is taking courses for high school and college credit, there is no cost to the student because a 

portion of the stateôs financial aid to Canton City Schools is transferred to the college or university.  If the 

student is taking courses for college credit only, the student and his/her parent(s) are responsible for all costs. 

G. Any Canton City Schools student who will be in 9
th
, 10

th
, 11

th
, or 12

th
 grade during the 2010-2011 school year is 

eligible.  In addition, the student must be accepted into the college or university.  As required by Ohio Revised 

Code 3365.02(F), ña student may not enroll in any specific college course through the program if the student 

has taken high school courses in the same subject area as that college course and has failed to attain a 

cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale, or the equivalent, in such completed high school 

courses.ò

English I  (1 credit  - grade 9)  140000     680000 

Offered at the Freshman Academy only. 

This course provides students with a foundation for future instruction in language skills.  Students survey 

literature and develop analytical thinking, oral and written communication skills, and research techniques.  

 

 

 

English I Honors (1 credit ï grade 9)        140010 

Honors Expectations  (See page 16 ) 

Honors coursework is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  World literature and the study of composition 

provide academic and creative challenges that extend and enhance the ninth-grade English curriculum.  

Emphasis is placed on narrative, expository, and persuasive writing; literary analysis; oral and written 

communication; techniques of research; and vocabulary study.  Students also participate in independent 

reading, in-depth class discussion, and project assignments.  (Summer reading required, see page 16.) 

 

English II  (1 credit - grade 10)  140200    680200 

This course combines the study of literary genre with composition, vocabulary, grammar, and reading 

skill development.  The course concentrates on developing writing skills necessary for college-level work 

with a focus on narrative, expository, persuasive, and research writing.   
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*English II Advanced (1 credit ï grade 10)  140210 

Prerequisite: English I, passage of 9
th
 Grade Reading and Writing Assessment, and advanced criteria on 

page 16. 

Advanced course work is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  The investigation of literary genres 

(including fiction, nonfiction, poetry, short story, novel, and drama) and the study of composition in this 

advanced course provide academic and creative challenges that extend and enhance the tenth grade 

English curriculum.  Students engage in the writing of expository, narrative, persuasive, creative, and 

literary analysis compositions; oral and written communication; techniques of research; and vocabulary 

study.  Students also participate in independent reading, in-depth class discussion, and project 

assignments.  (Summer reading is required, see page 13.) 

 

English III  (1 credit - grade 11)   140400    680400 

This course combines the chronological study of American literature (style, theme, and genre) with the 

study of composition.  Writing assignments include narrative, expository, and persuasive writing.   

 

*Pre AP English III Advanced  (1 credit - grade 11)  140410 

Prerequisite:  English II and advanced criteria on page 16. 

Advanced course work is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  This course provides academic and 

creative challenges that extend and enhance the eleventh-grade English curriculum.  The course includes 

a chronicle of American literature, including Puritanism, rationalism, romanticism, realism, and modern 

and contemporary literature.  Strong emphasis is placed on the writing of narrative, expository, 

persuasive, and documented literary critical analysis essays.  Students also engage in creative group and 

individual projects and presentations.  In-depth class discussion and extensive independent reading is 

expected.  (Summer reading is required, see page 13.)  (The AP English Literature & Composition and 

AP Language & Composition is available at McKinley.) 

 

English IV  (1 credit  ï grade 12)   140600     680600 

This course is a topic-centered, inquiry-based, full-year class that will blend a survey of British Literature 

with contemporary issues and topics represented in multiple genres including literature, art, film, music, 

art and expository text.  Emphasis will be placed on research, analytical and creative writing and word 

study. 

 

THE FOLLOWING COURSES  ARE OPTIONS FOR A FOURTH CREDIT OF ENGLISH  

 

English IV/Creative Writing  (½ credit per semester ï grades 11, 12) (2
nd

 semester only) 140632 

This course helps students to express creative abilities in writing through short story, poem, and play.  

Opportunities are provided for publication of creative efforts. 

 

English IV/Intro to Research  (½ credit per semester - grades 11, 12)   (1
st
 semester only) 140641  

This course offers students an extensive background in collecting, recording, and analyzing research data.  

Students learn to access information from various resources, including the library, technology, and the 

community, and to cite data.  Students will prepare and present both a formal research paper and an oral 

presentation on their findings. 

 

 

English IV/British Literature  (1 credit - grade 12)  140620 

This course offers a thorough background in British literature along with opportunities for students to 

experience various types of writing. Literary analysis, research, and critical reviews will be the focus of 

the composition portion of the course.

Students learn to write for a variety of publications ï newspaper, literary magazine, news magazine, and 

numerous other forms.  Attention is given to news and sports stories, columns, editorials, critical reviews, 

features, and a variety of literary types.  Students are also introduced to the mechanics of publication. 

 

DUAL CREDIT OFFERING THROUGH STARK STATE COLLEGE  

Master Student (1/2 high school elective credit per semester - grades 10, 11, 12 and 3 college 

                   credits per semester) 400000   

Prerequisite:   Compass Test and, application to and acceptance into Stark State College 

Becoming a Master Student is a course designed to aid students in gaining the necessary skills for 

constructive and efficient learning in high school, college, and other life settings.  Topics include time 

management, study and test-taking techniques, communications and relationship-building skills, library 

use and other college resource explorations, and a variety of techniques for addressing personal concerns.  

This course offers students an opportunity to learn to succeed in both high school and college.  If the 

course requirements are not completed, the student will receive a ñno creditò (N/C) for both the high 

school and college grade. 

 

Newspaper Production (1 credit per year ï grades 10, 11, 12) 700070 

Prerequisite: Writing for Publication 

This is an intermediate level course where students handle all aspects of publication from original 

assignment of stories to distribution of our award-winning Odyssey. 

 

   

Health and Physical Education   

 

 

Health  (½ credit per semester - grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  180001/180002    682001/682002 

Health focuses on subject matter, such as nutrition, fitness, hygiene, disease, drug abuse, alcohol, tobacco, 

human sexuality, personality development, first aid, including the Heimlich maneuver. A preventive 

approach to health is stressed with focus on physical, mental, and social well being.  This course stresses 

the physical as well as the mental and social sides of health.   

 

Comprehensive Physical Education  (1/4 credit per semester - grades 9, 10, 11, 12) 180011/180012   

Emphasizes team sports, as well as recreational and leisure activities. These activities are for the social, 

emotional, and physical development of the student.  Team sports include: volleyball, indoor hockey, 

soccer, flag football, fumble or softball, basketball, track and field skills, and large group games.  

Recreational and leisure activities may include tennis, badminton, aerobic activity, bowling, physical 

fitness and basic strength training, table tennis, and conditioning.  The student is taught rules and 

regulations for participating in game activity. Basic skills, general knowledge of play, individual and team 

strategy, and other facets of team and individual play are taught and tested. 
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Adapted Physical Education  (1/4 credit per semester - grades 9, 10, 11,12) 180021/180022   

IEP Team recommendation required.  This course emphasizes team sports as well as recreational and 

leisure activities.  These activities are intended to enhance the social, emotional, and physical 

development of those students who need specialized physical education. 

 

 

 

 

International Language 
 

 

Spanish I  (1 credit - grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  222000   

Immediate, useful, and creative language skills are possible from the very beginning of this course. Maximum 

interaction among students and teachers is accomplished, focusing on effective linguistic functioning in real 

situations. The language is heard and spoken from the onset. Writing and reading skills are emphasized, along 

with cultural insights. 

 

Spanish II  (1 credit - grades 10, 11, 12)  222200 

Prerequisite:  Spanish I 

This course presents the more complex structures of basic Spanish and expands the cultural themes of the first 

level.  By the time students complete the second level, they will have acquired a command of key vocabulary 

and structure necessary for personal communication, along with an appreciation of the diversity of the 

Spanish-speaking world. 

 

Spanish III  (1 credit - grades 11, 12)  222400 

Prerequisite:  Spanish II 

In Spanish III, cultural knowledge is expanded to include information about cultural diversity, medical 

problems, the seasons and their activities, travel, and foods.  Reading, listening, speaking, and writing 

skills will include authentic text concerning all the areas mentioned. 

 

Spanish III (9)  (1 credit  ï grade 9 from High Ability Program)  222410  

Prerequisite:  Spanish II (High Ability program) 

Spanish III (9) is a course that is accelerated in depth, breadth, pace, and scope and is an advanced study 

of grammar and composition.  Expanded situations for increased oral and writing proficiency are 

provided.  (Not a 5-point course.) 

 

 

*Spanish IV  (1 credit  - grade 12)  222600 

Prerequisite:  Spanish III and advanced criteria on page 16. 

Spanish IV is a course that is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace, and is an advanced study of 

grammar and composition.  Expanded situations for increased oral and writing proficiency are provided. 

 

Spanish V (1 credit)          222800 

Prerequisite: Spanish IV and advanced criteria on page 16. 

Spanish V is an advanced course that is accelerated in depth, breath, pace, and scope.  Coursework 

includes a study of works written by Nobel Prize winners, finite analysis of grammar and composition 

(with an emphasis on vocabulary improvement), interpretation of data, and introduction of artists and 

their works from the classical period to the present time.  Emphasis is on expansion of expression both 

orally and in writing. 

 

 

*Five-point course 
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Mathematics   

 
Algebra I (1 credit - grade 9)   

Offered only at the Freshman Academy.  260000 

The content of the course includes equations, inequalities, word problems, real numbers, polynomials, 

factoring, graphing, radicals, quadratic equations, and applications. 

 

Algebra B (1 credit ï grade 9)          260030 

Prerequisite: Algebra A 

This course is offered for those students who have successfully completed Algebra A in the eighth grade 

and is a continuation of the algebra concepts previously developed.  It will include a review of linear 

functions leading to systems of equations, quadratic functions, polynomials, non-linear functions, data 

analysis and probability.  This course stresses conceptual understanding of algebraic concepts.  

 

Algebra I Recovery (1/2 credit - 1 semester ï grade 10, 11, 12)   360041/360042 

This course is designed to provide students with a different approach to learning and understanding 

foundational algebraic concepts.  While traditional abstract instruction (i.e., pencil/paper) will be used 

during this course, the instructor will also utilize concrete (manipulatives) and representational 

(pictures/drawings) of foundational algebraic concepts.  The intent of this course is to provide students 

with a deeper level of algebraic understanding before they enter upper level math courses such as  

Algebra II. 

 

Geometry (1 credit  - grades 9, 10)  260200 

The course includes topics of plane and solid geometry, such as formal proof, constructions, congruent 

and similar figures, circles, polygons, parallel and perpendicular lines, graphs, and applications. 

 

*Geometry Advanced (1 credit  ï grade 10)  260210 

Prerequisites:   Algebra I and advanced credit criteria on page 16. 

Geometry Advanced follows the geometry course of study but is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  

Enrichment opportunities may include research in other areas of geometry besides Euclidean geometry; 

authentic assessment through projects that explore the applications of geometry, essays, and other writings 

in geometry; and the integration of technology. 

 

Algebra II (1 credit - grades 10, 11)  260300 

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and Geometry 

Algebra II will focus on one complete year of Algebraic skills and logic. While instruction will center on 

the Algebraic Standards, it will also incorporate other standards of math, such as Geometry.  The full year 

course will be dedicated to developing advanced algebraic thinking and to building upon the algebraic 

skills that have already been developed in previous math courses. 

 

Algebra II/Trigonometry (1 credit per year - grades 10, 11)  260400 

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and Geometry 

This course reviews the concepts of Algebra I and Geometry and extends them to more involved applications.  

Trigonometric functions are studied, as well as the topics of conic sections, logarithms, complex numbers, 

matrices, exponential functions, and the analysis of polynomial functions. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

*Five-point course 
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*Algebra II/Trigonometry Advanced (1 credit per year - grades 10, 11)  260410 

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and Geometry, teacher recommendation, and advanced criteria on page 14. 

This is an in-depth Algebra II/Trigonometry course for the student with high ability and achievement in 

mathematics.  A broader and more intensive program is offered in this course.  An A or B average in both 

Algebra I and Geometry is recommended as a prerequisite. 

 

DUAL CREDIT OFFERING THROUGH STARK STATE CO LLEGE        260310 

Algebra II  (1 high school credit)  (4 college credits per semester for College Algebra and Pre-

Calculus) 

Prerequisite:  Algebra I, Specified Compass Test scores in Reading and Math, application to and 

acceptance into Stark State College 

Algebra II topics include linear, quadratic, and absolute value equations and inequalities; graphs 

of elementary functions and non functions; graphing of polynomial and rational functions; zeros 

of polynomial functions including the Fundamental Theorem of Algebra; exponential and 

logarithmic functions including graphs and applications; conic sections; systems of equations 

using matrices and determinants; matrix algebra; and partial fraction decomposition.  In addition, 

Pre-Calculus topics include the following:  linear and quadratic equations and their applications; 

solving rational and radical equations; complex numbers; linear, polynomial, and rational 

inequalities; equations and inequalities involving absolute value; graphs of equations; and right 

angle trigonometry and trigonometric functions. 

 

Math I   (1 credit  ï grade 9)         IEP Team recommendation required.     683000 

 Math I is designed for students who need additional instruction in basic mathematical concepts and 

operations.  Math is presented as real-life situations so students see the relevance of math in their day-to-day 

lives.  It involves whole numbers, decimals, ratio and proportion, and customary and other units of measures 

and graphs.  Specific goals will be determined by each studentôs IEP. 

 

Math II  (1 credit ï grade 10)      IEP Team recommendation required.  683200 

Math II is designed for students who need practice in applying basic computational skills necessary for 

independent living.  This course emphasizes home improvement, adjusting recipes, fractions in the home, 

spending and earning money, managing time, using percents, and working with interest.  Specific goals will 

be determined by each studentôs IEP. 

 

Math For Life  (1/2 credit per semester ï maximum 1 credit per year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   

683801/683802 

IEP Team recommendation require.  This non-sequential course is open to students who require 

increased proficiency in computation and problem solving skills. 

 

Math III  (1 credit ï grades 11 or 12)  683400 

IEP Team recommendation required.  Math III is designed for the student who needs to gain practical 

math competencies.  The course focuses on money management, banking, credit card math, career 

choices, and consumerism.  Specific goals will be determined by the individual studentôs IEP. 

 

Math INC (Integrated Numbers and Concepts)   (1 credit ï grades 11, 12)    260620 

This course will be an integrated extension of Algebra I and Geometry designed to further enhance those 

indicators necessary to be successful in the higher level math courses of Algebra II and Pre-Calculus.  

Students who have taken Algebra I and Geometry and have not passed the Math portion of the OGT will 

benefit from this course.   
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Math Connections (Elective ï 1 credit ï grade 12)            260640 

This fourth year math course focuses on basic trigonometry, statistics, and functions. Heavy emphasis is 

placed on using algebraic, geometric, and statistical models of thinking for the problem solving approach 

used in this course. 

 

Pre-Calculus   (1 credit  - grades 11, 12) 260600   

Prerequisite:  Algebra II/Trig. or Advanced Algebra II/Trig. Advanced and advanced credit criteria on  

page 14. 

This course is similar to a freshman mathematics course on the college level.  It is a prerequisite for 

majors in mathematics, science, and engineering programs.  The course is designed to prepare the student 

for calculus.  Topics of Algebra II and Trigonometry are reviewed and extended.  Additional topics are 

limits, sequences and series, derivatives, functional analysis, vectors, and polar graphs. 

 

*Pre-Calculus Advanced   (1 credit - grades 11, 12)  260610  

Prerequisite:  Algebra II/Trig. and advanced credit criteria on page 16. 

Pre-Calculus Advanced is a course that is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  This course is 

comparable to a freshman, college-level mathematics course.  Enrichment opportunities may include 

independent study projects and activities throughout the year that are related to advanced mathematics 

topics and applications.  Integration of technology is an important aspect of this course. 

 

*Calculus Advanced   (1 credit ï grade 12)  260810 

Prerequisite:  Pre-Calculus and advanced credit criteria on page 16. 

Calculus Advanced will mirror AP Calculus in many ways, particularly in scope and sequence.  This 

college preparatory course will cover such topics as functions and limits, derivatives and their graphing 

and applications, integration techniques, transcendental functions, trigonometric functions and formal 

integration techniques. 

 

Statistics & Probability (1 credit ï grades 11, 12)      260630 

Prerequisite: Algebra II 

This course is offered for those students interested in continuing their mathematics education, but are not 

interested in the traditional nest step of Pre-Calculus or Calculus.  Statistics emphasizes various ways to 

collect, display and analyze data.  Measures of center, spread and position are considered.  The 

fundamentals of probability, distributions, sampling, population estimates, and hypothesis testing are 

explored.  This course stresses conceptual understanding and utilizes statistical data drawn from a wide 

variety of disciplines. 

 

Music              
               
 

Band  (1 credit per year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  280300 

This is a full -year course of marching and concert experiences.  All members of marching band perform 

at football games, band shows, and parades.  (Auditions are held for drum major and majorettes only). 

Symphonic Band is a selected group of 9-12 musicians with emphasis on playing at the highest level of 

symphonic music, including reading contest literature.  (Any freshman or sophomore must formally 

audition.)  Concert band experiences provide opportunities for additional work on technical skills and 

performance of a variety of band literature. 
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Concert Choir  (1 credit per year - grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   281000        

This mixed vocal group, studies and performs all styles of music, including four part musical selections, 

in English and foreign Language, both A Cappella and with instrumental accompaniment.  Students will 

present after school hours and community concerts throughout the school year.  Attendance is expected.  

Elements of music will be emphasized to create an expressive performance.  Vocal health and posture 

will be part of daily rehearsal.  Goal is to have a better understanding of the expressive language of vocal 

music. 

 

A Cappella Choir  (1 credit per year ï grades 10, 11, 12)      281100            

A Cappella Choir is an advanced level mixed choir by audition only.  This choir will sing the most 

challenging music literature and compete at competitions.  This choir will sing in many styles and 

languages and perform musical historical repertoire from medieval times to the 21
st
 Century. 

 

World Music Choral Ensemble (1 credit per year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)    281120 

This course, open to all students, will focus on music representing various countries, cultures, and styles.  

A variety of performance opportunities will be available. 

 

Music Appreciation (1/2 credit per semester ï grades 9,10, 11, 12) 282001/282002 

This course is the study of the development of music with emphasis on historical development of the art. 

 

Music Theory  ï  (1/2 credit per semester ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  283001/283002 

Music Theory is the study of musical terms and notation, involving the use of scales, intervals, triads, ear-

training, and sight singing, resulting in basic composition skills.  Goal is to have a better understand of the 

language of music. 

 

Piano Lab I  -- (1/2 credit per semester; grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  284001284002 

This course is designed to develop basic keyboard and music reading skills.  Performance opportunities 

will be available.  Having a piano at home is NOT necessary in order to take this class. 

 

Piano Lab II   (1/2 credit per semester ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   284011/284012 

Prerequisite: Piano Lab I and/or permission of instructor. 

Piano Lab II is for advanced piano students who wish to develop true playing skills and continue to 

develop piano skills at a fast pace with many books and high level compositions.  

 

 

 

Science 

 

 
Science I  (1 credit - grade 9)  684000 

IEP Team recommendation required. 

Science I focuses on physical science, including energy, its forms and uses, and the nature of matter. 

 

Science II  (1 credit - grade 10)   684200 

IEP Team recommendation required.  

Science II is the study of living organisms and their environments. 
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Science III  (1 credit ï grades 11, 12) 684400 

IEP Team recommendation required. 

Science II studies the fundamental concepts in biology and earth sciences to develop an understanding of 

the environment. 

 

Biology Honors (1 credit ï grades 9)        320220 

Honors Expectations (See page 16) 

Honors coursework is accelerated in depth, breadth, and pace.  The content of the course focuses on 

Ohioôs Life Science Content Standards, and includes required project work. 

 

Integrated Science ï Physical (1 credit ï grade 9)       320000 

Topics for this course are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.  Students are 

prepared for the Physical Science (physics only) and Earth & Space Science portion of the Ohio 

Graduation Test.  The fundamental concepts for physics and earth & space science are studied.  Some of 

the major topics include motion, forces, energy, waves, Solar System, features of Earth, Earth processes, 

climatic zones and biomes, etc. 

 

Biology  (1 credit - grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   320200 

Prerequisite: Integrated Science ï Biological and Integrated Science ï Physical, Algebra I (or co-

currently), or in advanced science sequence in 8
th
 grade. 

Topics in Biology are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.  It prepares students for 

the Life Science portion of the Ohio Graduation Test while emphasizing an in-depth study of major 

biological issues.  Course topics include cell theory, genetics, structure and function of living things, 

energy transformations in living systems, and relationships of living things to one another and their 

environment. 

 

*Biology Advanced  (1 credit - Grades 10, 11,12)  320210 

Prerequisite: Integrated Science ï Biological and Integrated Science ï Physical, Algebra I and advanced 

criteria on page 16, or in advanced science sequence in eighth grade. 

Topics in Biology Advanced are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.   The course 

prepares students for the Life Science portion of the Ohio Graduation Test while accelerating the study of 

the major biological issues offered in the regular biology course.  Students must participate in course 

related projects.  Topics include cell theory, genetics, structure and function of living things, energy 

transformations in living systems, and relationships of living things to one another and their environment. 

 

Chemistry I  (1 credit - grades 10, 11, 12)  320300 

Prerequisite:  Integrated Science ï Biological and Integrated Science ï Physical, or Biology, passing 

Algebra I) 

Chemistry I topics are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.  The course prepares 

students for the Physical Science (chemistry) portion of the Ohio Graduation Test while emphasizing an 

in-depth study of issues in chemistry, both through lecture and laboratory experiences.  Topics include 

properties of matter, atomic structure, bonding, ionization, and solutions. 
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*Chemistry I Advanced  (1 credit - grades 10, 11, 12)  320310 

Prerequisite:  Integrated Science ï Biological and Integrated Science ï Physical, or Biology, passing 

Algebra I, Geometry helpful but not required, and advanced criteria on page 16. 

Course topics are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.  It prepares students for the 

Physical Science (chemistry) portion of the Ohio Graduation Test while accelerating the study of the 

major issues offered in the regular chemistry course.  Both lecture and laboratory experiences are 

embedded in the course.  Students must also participate in course related projects.  Topics include 

fundamental principles of atomic structure, properties of matter, bonding, ionization, energy, equilibrium, 

chemical reaction rate, and the mole concept. 

 

Anatomy & Physiology  (1 credit - grades 11, 12)  320400 

Prerequisite:  Passing Biology 

This course is a detailed study of topics from Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science and the 

medical field.  Topics include structure and function of the human body, major organ systems, diseases 

and abnormalities affecting humans along with a study of related medical careers. 

 

DUAL CREDIT OFFERING THROUGH STARK STATE COLLEGE  

Anatomy & Physiology (1 high school elective credit per year - grades 11-12 and 3 

    BIO 101 college credits)  

Timken HS Credit Only:  320400    Stark State College:  322000  

Prerequisite:   High School Credit Only:  Passing Biology 

Dual Credit:  Specified Compass Test scores in Reading (65) and Writing (50), 

application to and acceptance into Stark State College, and passing high school Biology I 

This introductory class provides an understanding of the human structure and function of all body 

systems.  Topics include anatomical terminology, basic biochemistry, cells, tissues, and the 

integumentary, skeletal, muscular, nervous, endocrine, cardiovascular, lymphatic, respiratory, digestive, 

urinary and reproductive systems.  The class is designed to prepare students for studies in allied health, 

medicine, cosmetology and other health related careers.  It includes labs and dissections for all students 

with an additional assignment of reading two non-fiction books for Allied Health students.  Dual credit  

students will have additional research papers and essay assignments.     

 

Physics (1 credit - grades 11, 12)  320500 

Prerequisite:  Passing Algebra I  

Physics topics are based on Ohioôs Academic Content Standards in Science.  The course prepares students 

for the Physical Science (physics) portion of the Ohio Graduation Test.  Issues are taught through both 

lecture and laboratory experiences.  Topics include basic concepts of motion, forces, magnetism, sound, 

light, electricity, nuclear power, and space physics. 

 

DUAL CREDIT OFFERING THROUGH STARK STATE COLLEGE  

Physics     (1 high school credit per year - grades 11-12 and 4 Phys 121 and 4 Phys 122  

college credits)                        Stark State College:  322010  

Prerequisite:   High School Credit Only:  Passing Algebra II/Trig 

Dual Credit:  Specified Compass Algebra test score (42) or specified Math ACT score 

(20), application to and acceptance into Stark State College, and Algebra II/Trig 

This course includes the study of motion, force, momentum, energy, rotational dynamics and torque, 

centripetal force and gravity, structure and properties of matter, fluids, vibrations and waves.  The 

following concepts are emphasized:  problem solving in orientation and the application of formulas, 

algebra and trigonometry to physical situations.  Laboratories focus on the correct reading of measuring 

instruments, proper handling of measurements in calculations, and testing physical theories using 

measured data. 
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*AP Physics (1 ½ credits per year ï grades 11, 12. This is a two-period class.)   320520 

Prerequisites:  At least a C average in the following courses:  Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra 

II/Trigonometry and advanced criteria on page 16-17. 

This course provides a systematic introduction to the main principles of physics and emphasizes the 

development of problem-solving ability.  The course provides a foundation in physics for students in the 

life sciences, pre-medicine and applied sciences, as well as other fields not directly related to science. 

AP Physics B is a non-calculus based physics course that covers a very wide range of topics, including 

mechanics, thermodynamics, waves and optics, electromagnetism, fluids, atomic and nuclear physics.  

These topics include both classical and modern physics. Understanding of the basic principles involved 

and the ability to apply these principles in the solution of problems is the major goal of the course. 

 

Social Studies   

 

 

 

Modern American History, 1877-Present   (Required - 1 credit - grade 9)  340000   685000  Offered at 

Freshman Academy only. 

This course begins with the Period of Reconstruction following our Civil War and is followed by the Age 

of Industrialization, Imperialism, World Wars, and the Cold War/Post Cold War period.  Historical 

periods are examined chronologically within a global perspective. 

  

Modern World History   (required - 1 credit ï grade 10)  340200      685200 

This course focuses on important events that affected the world from the late 1700ôs to the present.  

Specific units of study include the Age of Enlightenment, Industrial Revolution, Age of Imperialism, 20
th
 

Century conflict.  The course examines the history of the United States in a world setting. 

 

American Government: Decision Making and Public Policy (1 credit - grade 11, 12)  340400   685400 

This course is taught using an integrated economic, social and political approach to understanding our 

federal system of government.  Topics examined include the constitutional framework of our federal 

government, individual rights and responsibilities, the election process, various executive and 

independent executive agencies and how public policy decisions are made and implemented on local, 

state, and national levels.  Students will also examine various economic systems to determine how each 

meets various economic needs.  In keeping with State mandates, the topic of personal financial literacy 

will be added to the course content.  Unique to this course is a focus on local community issues in Stark 

County that are affected by local, state, or national policies and how students can influence decision 

making at the local level. 

 

African -American/Multi Ethnic Studies  1 elective credit, grades 11, 12)  340500 

This course provides in-depth study of the contributions and cultures of the various ethnic groups in 

Africa from the pre-colonial to post-colonial period.  This course will also analyze the Political, social  

and economic impact on the African-American in the United States from antebellum into the 21
st
  

century.  Classroom strategies will consist of cooperative groups, small and large-group discussions,  

role-playing, debates, portfolio building, community service, and community speakers. 

 

Contemporary Issues (1 elective credit ï grade 11, 12)    340570 

This course is designed for studying contemporary issues within our community and society at large.  

This course will emphasize content-area and innovative literacy, active community-based civic 

engagement, discussion and debate.  Research, critical thinking and debating skills will also be the focus 

of this course and assist in connecting social studies benchmarks to real life consequences.

This learning center 

is geared to meet individual student needs and is designed to challenge each student to achieve 

excellence.  Our promise is to create a community of learners, where no student is anonymous and every 

student can excel. 

 

Goals 

The Academy pledges the following: 

 To increase student learning by using best practices of teaching that develop behaviors needed in the 

work place and in higher education. 

 To provide students opportunities to explore academic and career options. 

 To guide transition into the high school setting. 

 

Advantages 

The Academy provides many advantages:

Computer Illustration    (½ credit per semester ï grades 10, 11, 12)  700031 first semester only 

 Prerequisites: Foundations in Studio Art. 

Students will create computer graphics using Adobe PhotoShop, Adobe Illustrator, and Macromedia 

Flash.  They will experiment with manipulating scanned images as well as creating original images for a 

variety of mediums.  Print, television, and web graphics will be explored using Macintosh computers. 

 
Computer Design   (½ credit per semester ï grades 10, 11, 12)   700022 second semester only 

Prerequisites: Foundations in Studio Art and Computer Illustration. 

Students will design brochures, newsletters, corporate identifications systems, and other publications 

created for printing press.  Aldus InDesign software will be used to combine graphics and text to create 

designs that incorporate principles and elements of design.  Students will learn how to take their designs 

from concept to press. 

 

Foundations in Studio Art   (½ credit per semester ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  700041/700042  

Both semesters 

Students will explore a wide range of media and techniques, including drawing, painting, printmaking, 

ceramics and sculpture.  Basic elements and principles of design are stressed in each medium.  

 

Band  (1 credit per year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  280300 

This is full-year course of marching and concert experiences.  All members of marching band perform at 

football games, band shows, and parades.  (Auditions are held for drum major and majorettes only). 

Symphonic Band is a selected group of 9-12 musicians with emphasis on playing at the highest level of 

symphonic music, including reading contest literature.  (Any freshman or sophomore must formally 

audition.)  Concert band experiences provide opportunities for additional work on technical skills and 

performance of a variety of band literature. 

 

Concert Choir  (1 credit per year - grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   281000        

This mixed vocal group, studies and performs all styles of music, including Four part musical selections, 

in English and foreign Language, both A Cappella and with instrumental accompaniment.  Students will 

present after school hours and community concerts throughout the school year.  Attendance is expected.  

Elements of music will be emphasized to create an expressive performance.  Vocal health and posture 

will be part of daily rehearsal.  Goal is to have a better understanding of the expressive language of vocal 

music. 

 

A Cappella Choir  (1 credit per year ï grades 10, 11, 12)      281100            

A Cappella Choir is an advanced level mixed choir by audition only.  This choir will sing the most 

challenging music literature and compete at competitions.  This choir will sing in many styles and 

languages and perform musical historical repertoire from medieval times to the 21
st
 Century. 

 

World Music Choral Ensemble (1 credit per year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)    281120 

This course, open to all students, will focus on music representing various countries, cultures, and styles.  

A variety of performance opportunities will be available. 
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Music Appreciation (1/2 credit per semester ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12) 282001/282002 

This course is the study of the development of music with emphasis on historical development of the art. 

 

Music Theory I ï 1
st
 semester (1/2 credit per semester ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  283001 

Music Theory is the study of musical terms and notation, involving the use of scales, intervals, triads, ear-

training, and sight singing, resulting in basic composition skills.  Goal is to have a better understand of the 

language of music. 

 

Piano Lab I  -- 2
nd

 semester (1/2 credit per semester; Grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  284002 

Prerequisite:  Music Theory I 

This course is designed to develop basic keyboard and music reading skills.  Performance opportunities 

will be available.  Having a piano at home is NOT necessary in order to take this class. 

 

Writing for Publication    (1 credit - year ï grades 9, 10, 11, 12)   141400 

Students learn to write for a variety of publications ï newspaper, literary magazine, news magazine, and 

numerous other forms.  Attention is given to news and sports stories, columns, editorials, critical reviews, 

features, and a variety of literary types.  Students are also introduced to the mechanics of publication. 

 

Newspaper Production  (1 credit - year ï grades 10, 11, 12)   700070 

Prerequisite:  Writing for Publication 

This is an intermediate level course where students handle all aspects of publication from original 

assignment of stories to distribution of our award-winning Odyssey.

 Grade) 

 

 
Broadcast Media   (1 credit ï year ï grades 10, 11, 12)   700100 

This course is designed to introduce the student to media content production and performance skills 

necessary in the fields of telecommunications and broadcasting.  Students also learn and apply the skills 

needed to operate equipment used in production and post-production activities, writing skills as applied to 

script writing and news writing, activities necessary to produce radio and television programs, and the 

skills to analyze the impact of media on society. 

 

Culinary Arts Focus   (1 credit ï year ï grade 10)                      701040 

This course is designed to introduce students to the career field of Culinary Arts and Food Production 

management.  Students will learn and apply entry level skills such as knife skills, equipment operation, 

safety and sanitation, and dining room service.  Hands on experiences and project based learning 

activities will be utilized to prepare the students to enroll in Culinary Arts I. 

 

Visual Arts Focus 
 

Painting I   (½ credit per semester ï grades 10, 11, 12)   700221 first semester only 

Prerequisites: Foundations in Studio Art. 

Students will explore design and color theory as drawing skills are put to use in an introduction to 

painting with oil, acrylic, and watercolor.  Principles and elements of design along with color 

theory will be observed in art history and incorporated into students own paintings.  Self-

expression will be encouraged as students explore different techniques and styles of painting.  At 

least five paintings will be created by the end of the semester class.  Painting II and III may be 

used to continue study.
